Be
sure to replace the washer with the
sane size and type. |If you do not
have a washer of the appropriate
size you mght try reversing the
present washer. This would be a
tenporary solution especially if
the washer is a flat disc and not a
coned washer. Measure the

di ameter. For the first replacenent
buy a package of assorted sizes and
remenber what size your faucet
requires.
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6. Check the valve seat to be sure

it

is not scored.

7. Repl ace the faucet assenbly in the
reverse order you di sassenbl ed the
faucet.

The drip in the house should be
gone.

4. Wen replacing the ball, nmake sure that the peg that
projects fromthe side of cavity fits into the
oblong slot on the ball.

5. Repl ace the cam assenbly as shown,
maki ng sure that the snall tab on
the side fits into a slot on the
faucet body; screw on the cap assenbly.

6 .Before reattaching the faucet
handl e check for I|eaks around
the stem by noving the ball/
stemto the "on" position.
If there is a leak, use the tip
of a small screwdriver to tighten
the adjusting ring by turning it
clockwi se. If, in order to stop
the | eak, you have to tighten the
ring so that the handle is difficult
to work, then the entire cam
assenbly needs to be repl aced.
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
